· Please affix a label with the registration number at the lower right corner on the back of paper board (as shown below). On the applicant’s work, no name of another or other mark will be permitted to show except the number assigned to the applicant on the registration confirm. 
(In order to avoid the missing of your work, it is advised to affix drawings together if they occupy more than one page.)
(b) Intellectual property affidavit (attachment 1)

· To protect intellectual property, the approval of the original author to use the story board is required. Such applicants must prepare an affidavit and submit it to the organizer along with paper board(s).

Duration of the presentation: 8 minutes (3 minutes for the presentation, and 5 minutes for questions and answers)

Venue of the presentation: Conference Room 301 West (Tentative)

d)). 
Type of presentation: Finalists can explain his or her work orally or through a presentation, which should be no more than 3 minutes (equipment set-up time included).

e)). 
For those unable to be present to explain his or her work, a maximum 3-minute absentee presentation with DVD, VCD, or MPG is accepted. He or she is also entitled to have a representative attending the meeting of the final selection. The said representative must present the original of the letter of authorization (attachment 3) on the day of the meeting. (A) Participants  

a. All entries will not be returned.
b. All entries in this competition should be original without winning prizes, not in the other design competitions. They should not be items already circulating on the market.

c. Competitors must provide purposes detailed graphic and text materials of their work for future promotional and display purposes. 
(B) Winners
a. Winners of this award and their winning entries should be displayed in relevant activities within a period of two years.
b. Taipei City Government, the organizer of the award, is entitled to sponsor promotional activities such as exhibitions and publication with all the winning entries of and their works, images, textual descriptions, and mockups.
c. Prizes and trophies of the award valued over NT$20,000 won by domestic competitors should be deducted 10% in income tax. As for winning foreign competitors, they will be deducted 20% in income tax.

d. All relevant delivered documents and mockups will not be returned. 

(C) Disqualification 

a. Should a winning entry, after being reported to be a non-original or an item of plagiary and backed with concrete evidence, the organizer of the award is entitled to disqualify the winner in question and retrieve all the prizes and trophies already bestowed. 

b. Should a winning entry, after being reported to be an item of plagiary violating relevant law and regulations on copyright, with confirmation of a court sentence of the winner in question, the organizer of the award is entitled to disqualify the winner in question and retrieve all the prizes and trophies already bestowed. 

(D) Should there be uncovered issues or matters, the organizer is entitled to revise this prospectus at it sees fit. The revisions will be publicized on the official website of this award.
